(Reasons for the Revision) 

Sales are expected to exceed the previous forecast due mainly to a decline in the yen’s value. 

Operating income is also anticipated to exceed the previous estimate as business performance 

improved in the Basic Chemicals Sector, the Petrochemicals & Plastics Sector, and the Health & 

Crop Sciences Sector due to the positive effect of the weaker yen and an improvement in profit 

margins. 

 

Ordinary income and net income are also anticipated to be above previous expectations because 

of higher equity in earnings of affiliates and an increase in foreign exchange gains.
